I.  Student Expectations:
A. Evaluation: The following skills will be considered for grading: listening, speaking, reading, writing, and cultural study.  These areas will be evaluated by means of tests, oral   work, compositions, listening and reading comprehension, homework, and projects. 
B.  Bellwork: A topic/question will be given at the beginning of each class. It is your responsibility to correct bellwork when it is reviewed in class.  Bellwork tests or bellwork checks will be given during the six weeks.
C. Tests and projects: Tests will be given at least once a week. Projects will be assigned periodically throughout the year. Tests and projects will be graded with usual numeric and letter grades. Vocabulary Tests will be timed.
D. Homework: A varied number of homework assignments will be assigned during each six weeks.  Point values will vary depending on each individual assignment.  

E. Participation: Participation is crucial in the study of a foreign language therefore students are expected to actively participate in daily class discussions and activities.

F.  Late Work will NOT be accepted.

IV. Class Procedures: Make-up Work Policy and Procedures:

1. Enter room quietly, have a seat, take out your materials, and begin to work on bellwork. 
2. When the teacher moves to the front of the room the class is to stop talking, look at teacher, and pay attention.
3. Good manners are expected, therefore, do not speak while others are speaking and raise your hand for permission to speak.  Please respect visitors to class.
4. Remain in your assigned seat and ask for permission to move around the room.

5. Late work will not be accepted.
6. Upon return from an absence, you are responsible for obtaining class notes from a classmate.  If a test or quiz is missed, make-ups will be given after school on designated days.  If you fail to show you forfeit your right for a make-up.
7. If work or a test has been previously assigned, and you are absent the day before a test is given or work is due, you are expected to take the test or turn in the work on time with the rest of the class.
